Terms of Engagement

Lloyd’s Register Quality Assurance, Inc. (LR) was commissioned by Ingersoll Rand to provide independent assurance of its
Assertion for the Calendar Year 2020 against the assurance criteria below to a limited level of assurance and a materiality
based on the verifier’s professional judgment using LR’s verification procedure for non-greenhouse gas (GHG) data and 1SO
14064 - Part 3 for GHG data. LR’s verification procedure is based on current best practise and is in accordance with ISAE 3000.

Our assurance engagement covered Ingersoll Rand’s global operations and specifically the following requirements:

corporate accounting and reporting standard, revised edition (otherwise referred to as the WRI/WBCSD GHG
Protocol) for the GHG data'
e Evaluating the accuracy and reliability of data and information for only the selected indicators listed below:
e Direct (Scope 1) and Energy Indirect (Scope 2) GHG emissions;
e Energy use;
e  Water consumption;
e Waste generated; and
e Safety metrics.

Our assurance engagement excluded the data and information of Ingersoll Rand’s suppliers, contractors and any third-parties
mentioned in the report.
